What is a community leader? Are you One?

Community leaders take responsibility for the well-being
and improvement of their communities. Are you a community
leader'? Are you interested in becoming one? Try answering
the questions in this leadership quiz. Are you someone who:
Wants to improve your Community?

Has something to contribute?

Doesn't 't wait around for someone else to get the job done?

If you have answered, "yes" to any of the above questions,
you are most likely a community leader already, or on your way
to become one. You don't have to become a Member of
Parliament or be given a title to be a leader. All your need to do
is decide to take responsibility for some corner (or bigger chunk)
of your community. Community leaders are often self-appointed.
Many community leaders learn by trial and error. That's not a
bad way to go; people mostly learn from experience. None- the
less, flying by the seat of your pants can be a bumpy ride. So
why not get some help along the way?

Why should I be a community leader?

Why should be a community leader? Leadership can be good
for you. In fact, many people enjoy leading. You don 't have to



lead out obligation. You can choose to lead
and participate in ways that energies you
and help you grow, instead of leading in
ways that drain you. You can choose to
work on issues that you care about. You can
take on challenges that are fun rewarding
or interesting. It's up to you. Let's take a
closer look at what you can gain from being
a leader:

You can make a difference :

Do you ever daydream that you are the
one to save the day? Perhaps you are the
passer-by who dives into the water to rescue
a drowning child. It is human to want to
make a significant difference in the world.

And you can :

The day-to-day acts of community
leadership are usually not as dramatic as
described above, and they usually don 't
inspire a chorus of recognition. Still, as a
community leader, you can make a
profound contribution. Establishing a day
care centre, increasing job opportunities in
your community, getting rid of litter, or
empowering others to lead are all activities
that are heroic in their own way.

When Isis Johnson of New Orleans was
four years old she saw a news report about
starving children in Ethiopia, which made
her feel the need to act. At five, with her
grandmother at her side, she went knocking
on doors asking for food donation for poor
people in her community. When she was
six she collected 1,600 items to give to

people in need. The next year, she collected
4,000 items. When Hurricane Andrew hit
she collected 1648 pieces of clothing to
send to people affected by the storm.
Shortly after the hurricane, Isis’s
grandmother suggested she start a
foundation. With the help of her
grandmother and a lawyer she established
the Isis Johnson Foundation. Isis was then
eight years old. (From Kames and Bean,
Girls and Young Women leading the way
1993.)
We may not all establish our own
foundations by the time we are eight, but
we can make a significant difference if we
put our minds to it. Doing so can be
infinitely satisfying.

You can grow

Often, people lead because it helps them
grow and expand their lives. There is almost
nothing as challenging as leading groups
of people. As a leader, you may need to
communicate to large numbers of people,
negotiate and handle dicey situations. You
will become more confident in yourself and
in your world if you take action to lead
others around you. Many successful leaders
started without confidence or skills. Some
people that are leaders today once had a
hard time saying anything in a small group.
If you are a shy person, listen to your heart.
You're not alone. You can figure out how
to make your voice heard. It just takes some
practice. Leadership skills are built step-



by-step. No matter what your skills are right
now, you can become a better leader if you
work at it. You may find yourself doing
things you never imagined you would!

We need many leaders :

There is no room in this world for more
community leaders. The model of one
leader at the top with everyone else at the
bottom just doesn't work for communities.
One or two leaders can't possibly solve all
the complex problems that our
communities face. With more community
leaders, our communities will do better.

The more people become leaders, the
more problems will be solved. We need
community leaders to think about and
organize around many issues development,
economic growth, substance crime, the
environment, health care and the list go and
on. Each issue will require a troop of skilled
leaders to handle them. We need leaders
who are women young people (we were all
young once), low income people, people
with disabilities and many others have been
told that they should follow others, not lead.
We need leadership from all walks of life
in order to be a truly democratic Society.
How will all those leaders work together?
Well, that is a skill that Community leaders
need to learn. We all have to learn to co-
operate We all need to put aside longing
for turf, status and greed in order to achieve
goals that benefit everyone.

Here are some community leadership

examples:

‘A citizen speaks up at the city council
open meeting. Her words reveal the key
issue regarding a local problem; the
resulting discussion leads to a workable
solution.

A few people in the neighborhood
successfully organize to protest public
drinking.

A family member generates a plan to
help a loved one to stop abusing alcohol,
enlisting the support of other family
members.

A young person organizes a football
match in a field in the neighborhood.

When do I lead?

You can always lead. As we've said
earlier, you can "lead" whether you are the
designated leader or not. You can always
thing and act like a leader. For example,
while you are sitting in a committee
meeting you can think about what will help
move the group forward. Does the
designated leader need some
encouragement? Do people need a nudge
to follow through? Do you need to take an
unpopular stand on a issue? people are
hungry for others to help. If you take
initiative to improve a situation, you will
almost always delight, relieve and surprise
people.

You don't have to take over someone
else's leadership role in order to help things
go well. In fact, one way of helping a group



functional better is by supporting the
official leader. You can do this by
organizing others to help with the work, by
listening to the leader and by encouraging
the leader when she or he feels discouraged.

How do I lead ?

In this section, we'll talk about a
community leader does and how to do it.

How do people learn how to lead?

Do you have to be a "born leader" in
order to lead? No people learn how to lead.
Even the people who seem to do it naturally
had to learn the skills of leadership. They
might have learned by watching their
parents, teachers or clergy. might have been
given alot of responsibility when they were
young and yiighr have been expected to
take charge. They might even have taken ¢
asses in "leadership development".

The point is this: If you don't feel that
you area "born" leader, don't let that stop
you. You can become a leader by:

Jumping in and practicing

Observing others leader

Finding a mentor

Taking a class or workshop

Reading books about Leaders and
Leadership

1. Dream bi to create our personal
vision

Maybe you didn't think that day
dreaming was of being a leader. Well , it
is! In fact, day dreaming is one of the first
things you need to do as a leader. If you are

going to be a leader, it is good and necessary
to dream big for yourself and for what you
want to accomplish. Lili Fini zanuck, a film
director and producer said," Nothing
happens without a dream. The daydreaming
mind will wander to something greater than
the conscious mind could ever have
imagined. The more you visualize your
dream, the more you understand it. That's
how you begin. Soon you're on the road to
realizing your dream." Young people often
have big hopes and dreams for what they
can do to imp rove their worlds. If each one
of us could remember our dreams as
children, we might recall that we had some
ideas too.

Try these Exercise: :

Interview a young person. Ask him or
her that what would they could do to change
the world. Ask them what they wish were
different. Try to remember when you were
a teenager. What did you want to change in
the world? Put aside practical
considerations and fears. Brainstem a list
of dreams you would like to see come true.
So how do you take your dream and make
it a reality? You can start by creating your
own personal vision statement. You put
dream into words that communicate to
others a picture of what you want to do.
Organizations have vision statements and
you, as a leader, can have your own vision
statement, too. Martin Luther King Jr. have
a dream that my four little children will one



day live in a nation where they will not be
judged by the color of their skin but by the
content of their character." Now that's a
vision statement. Now it's your turn. Write
out a few sentences of how you want some
part of your world to be. Your vision
statement will remain you of where you
want to be going. As you wade through the
day-to-day tasks of community organizing,
sometimes without recognition or
encouragement, remember to, "keep your
eyes on the prize."

2. Listen to people :

Listen to what people have to say. You
need their thinking. They will grow in
confidence and become more engaged, if
they know their opinions are valued. Even
the most difficult people have some
important things to say.

3.Decide that you are the Person to
take responsibility for your Community.
You have to make a decision to lead
yourself as a community leader. No one else
can contribute what you can. You have a
point of point that no one else has. You have
a set of skills that is unique. Your corner of
the world will be different if you decide to
act on its behalf.

4.Set goals

Give your vision a sharper image. Turn
up the focus. Set some long-term and short
term goals. That is how you carve a real
path to your vision.

5.Think about the individuals in the

group :

As a leader, you need to think about
how each individual is affecting the group.
Are there individuals whose talents are not
being well used? Is someone acting in a way
that is divisive or is draining the group of
its energy? Is there a person who needs
some help learning? how to work in a
team'?

6. Think about the group as a whole.

Someone has to thing about the group
as a whole. Is the group cohesive? Do
people in the group have a shared vision?
Is there trust and a sense of mutual support?
Does the group need some training to help
it function better? Are there some politics
the group needs to strengthen it?

7. Propose programs and policies

Groups need direction and policies to
keep them moving towards their goals. You
don't have to be a director to make
proposals. You can make proposals, then
listen to people's responses and then make
appropriate changes. Someone needs to
take responsibility for moving the whole
group forward.

8. Get the work done

Someone has to wade through the mud
and do whatever it takes This includes
getting others to help and making sure that
all they are covered so that the job gets done
right; when need be, it also means printing
out labels, cleaning up the kitchen making
those extra phone calls, staying up late, to



getting very early.

9. Recruit and teach others to become
leaders
Last, but not least: One of the central and
long- term jobs community leader is to
develop other leaders. Developing leaders
is how we build a strong community of
individuals that can work together to
achieve goals. It is the basis for how a
democracy works. Developing leadership
is a way you can have a behind you people
who Will continue to advance your cause
and your goals after you have left the scene.

Community leaders should spend a
good chunk of their time recruiting
encouraging supporting others to become
leaders. Here are steps you can take:

Find people who have leadership
potential. There are people all around you
who would love to be invited to lead
something.

Help people view themselves as
leaders. You can do this by helping them
notice the informal leadership they have
already taken in their lives. Are they
parents? That is certainly a leadership
position.

Help people identify the reasons they
want to lead. Listen to people talk about
what is important to them and what they
wish they could change.

Assist people to choose leadership
goals that are attainable and which will help
them build their confidence. Nothing

succeeds like success.

Support people vehicle they work to
reach their goals. Listen to them talk about
their successes and their feelings of
discouragement; appreciate them and
encourage them to keep going.

Support people when they make
mistakes. Everybody needs help when the
make mistakes. Help them get on the right
tract and encourage them to stick with it.

Challenge people to take the next step.

What are some qualities of successful
community leaders?

You don't have to be a perfect human
being to a community leader, either. That's
good, since none of us are. But it might be
helpful for you know a few of the
characteristics that successful' community
leaders often have:

Integrity: To trust you, have to know
that you say what you believe and act
accordingly. If people trust you they may
follow you to the ends of the earth.

Courage: It's okay to shake in your
boots, but someone has to go slay dragon
and it might as well be you. Leadership
means that you show others the way
through the dark, scary, forest. Go ahead
and speak the truth even when it 's not
popular.

Ability to care about others: People will
follow you if they you care about them and
about others. The greater your ability to care
about all types of people, the more



confidence they will have in you.

Creativity and pigging support as a
leader :

All leaders need support from others to
help them keep growing and get through
the fears and discouragement they face.
Also, leaders sometimes feel isolated in
their jobs; they need others to listen to their
thinking and they need to listen to others'
ideas. You can develop relationships with
people for sharing your lead ership
Successes, discouragement and for
processing the pile of information you are
exposed to in your leadership role. You can
step a regular time where you and another
person or more can talk about being a
leader. This process can be informal and
unstructured. However, some-times a little
structure in a leadership group can be
helpful.

Here are some suggestions for
leadership groups:

Start the meeting with each person
having a chance to talk about what is going
well this starts you out with a positive tone.
2. Give each about his or being interrupted
and without being given advice. Five to ten
minutes works well. (This provides people
a period of time to follow their own train
of-thought from beginning to end.) At times
you might use these questions to help each
person focus. Again, let each person answer
them without being interrupted. -What have
you accomplished in the last period of time?

(Week, month)

-What is the state of your group of
organization?

-Where do you have difficulties as the
leader?

-What are your goals during the next
period of time?

A word on emotion

All humans that live in the modern age
get stressed Out now and then. And the
demands of leadership can pile on even
more stress. Leaders have to figure out how
to handle emotions due to the stress of their
jobs. You might feel crabby after a day of
dealing with a myriad of problems. In fact,
the more challenges you take on as a leader,
the more Emotional fallout you may,
experience and it isn't surprising that, it
becomes harder to think straight.

Under stress, we may all become frozen
or conduced in our fears, worries and
discouragement. When that happens it is
easy to react without thinking. Sometimes
our feelings cause us to avoid actions, when
actions are called for. Sometimes our fears
drive us to act in ways that are unworkable.
It is not unusual for people in leadership
positions to deal with built-up emotions by
hurting themselves. We all familiar with
People who take drugs or alcohol, smoke,
get sick etc. when stresses get too
overwhelming.

Most of us have struggled with these
ourselves. But you are too important to let



bad feelings damage you. Your own well-
being is at least as important-it as the causes
and people you are fighting for. Don't wait
until you are in trouble before you deal with
your emotions. so, what do you do when
stresses build-up? One thing you can do is
un load them. Get someone to listen to you
and tell them what is going on. Tell
someone what gets hard for you. If you get
some good attention, then you can cast off
some of the weight that hangs on you. You
may feel renewed in your commitment and
more able to think afresh about those
difficult problems. Taking helps. So does
crying and laughing. A good cry or hearty
laugh with a co-worker or friend can clear
a space 1n brain to sort out some of those
knotty problems.

And chances are, if you can tell
someone else what is going on for you, they
will be more than happy to come to you
when they need some help. In fact, then you
ask for help you are modeling effective
leadership. Here is a more formal version
of the listening exercise described above:
1. Find a friend or co-worker you trust.
2. Ask your friend to listen to you without

giving advice or interrupting.

Ask them to not judge you for your

feelings.

3. Ask them to keep confidentiality.

4. Take a specific amount of time to talk.
5. Askthe listener if they would like a turn
to talk when you are finished. Setting up
listening exchanges may feel awkward and
embarrassing at first. Listening well to what
people have to say in different from every
day conversation. The exercise above will
take some practice, but it will definitely
help you to think more clearly and feel more
positive about the work you are doing.

To sum it up:

It's just possible that community
leadership is a job that is made for you.
Remember, you are the one and the only
who can decide what kind
responsibility you would like to take to
make sure things go well in your corner the
world. Go ahead and dare to take hold of
your dreams and do the work that is
meaningful to you. You have the ability to
make significant changes in the lives of the
people with whom you work, live, and
play. l

Women can be abused not only in their
husband’s house but also in their father’s
house. According to the National Family
Health Survey, 31% of women in India
(over 15 years of age) experience domestic
violence. About 10% of women are under
pressure from the law and 90% are silent.
The Violence against Women Act 2005
provides for the protection of women and
their staff, asylum seekers, police and
medical personnel.

MIRI, MISHING AND MISING

All these three terms refer to the Misings of Assam. They
have been named in various ways: Miri, Mishing and Mising.
The earliest known written record is found in the Second Canto
of Bhagavat by Sankardev as 'Miri'. It had been in use for a
long time and eventually the community is recorded as such in
the Constitution of India. All the Ahom chroniclers also
described them as Miri. The British, their successor, also used
the term in ease. But Jack Francis Needham first used the word
'Mishing' in his writings. He was followed by L. A. Waddell.
Apart from them, perhaps by being encouraged by their writings,
some native writers do also use ‘Mishing' to denote the Misings
of Assam. But majority of the people use the 'Mising' in their
daily writings today.

According to an opinion put forwarded by Prof. Nahendra
Padun, the word 'Miri' cannot be etymologically analyzed. Even
it is not available with the Sanskrit, the root of the Assamese
language. The Hemkosh by Hem Barua contains etymological
analysis of each and every word; but regarding the word 'Mir1'
it says that it is a group of hill people living in the plains for
ages. Thus it can be inferred that the word 'Miri1' is not of
Assamese originl. Mention of this word is noticed in
Sankardev's writing for the first time as thus:

Prof. Nahendra Padun assumes that
perhaps the term Miri denotes the Mising
community along with the other
communities living in Assam during
Sankardev's time’. Thus the text does not
say anything about the origin and
development of the term.

The Ahoms, who ruled over Assam for
about six hundred years, also used the term
'Miri' in their chronicles. Hiteswar Barbarua
mentions one 'Miri Bargohain' during
Subinpha's reign who ruled from 1281 to
1292 a.d.®. The mention of Miri subject
during that period helps us to surmise that
the Misings lived in Ahom dominion
assuming royal position in the Ahom court
as far back as 1281 a.d. This fact rejects
the view that the Misings migrated down
to the plains only during twelfth century. A
new comer can never ascend to assume
office in a royal court howsoever deserving
he or she may be. It further strengthens the
fact that the Misings settled in the plains
during Chutia reign who ruled in Sadiya
before the Ahoms came. After the Ahoms,
the British took over the charge of Assam
in 1826. There are scores of documents
about the British rule in Assam. Among the
British writers about Assam, J. F. Needham,
who was the Assistant Political Officer of
Sadiya, was the first to introduce the word
'Mishing'. He used the term in his prefatory
note to his work "Outline Grammar of the
Shaiyang Miri Language" which was

published as far back as in 1886. He wrote
that the Miris who reside on the banks of
Brahmaputra, Dihong and Dibong rivers in
the neighbourhood of Sadiya, call
themselves Mishing’. Coming from a
faraway place, Needham felt the pulse of
the people he worked with.

Talom Rukbo gives a description of how
the Misings got the name 'Miri'. 'The plains
people inquired them of their language,
culture, religion, etc. In response, they told
the plainsmen that they are coming down
from the hills and their religious priest is
known as 'Mirf'. Finding no name to accord
this group of people, the plainsmen named
them as Miri. And since then the Misings
have been known as Miri'6. Mention should
be made that the Assamese people fails to
correctly pronounce the Miri and thus the
word was distorted to Miri; the generalized
form of the former.

Thus whatsoever is said of the word Miri
by Tabu Ram Taid can rightly be termed as
final and binding in this regard. 'The word
'Miri' appears to have had its origin in an
Adi-Mising word 'miri' or 'miri' which
refers to a shaman amongst them, as the
Assamese language, in which it was first
used, has no such word as 'miri' in its
dictionary other than the one referring to
Misings"”. The opinions put forwarded by
Talom Rukbo, Nahendra Padun and Tabu
Ram Taid help us in attaining in a common
consensus that the word originates from
'Miri'; one of their religious priests. Some
of the native people believe that 'mi' stands
for 'man' and 'ri’ stands for 'risu' which
means boundary; thus a person who



mediates between man and deities is a miri.
But even after that, the Misings feel a sense
of apathy in being so called.

As traditionally believed, there are
certain means and methods for attaining
priesthood amongst the Adi-Mising
communities. There is no human share in
this means; everything is believed to be of
supernatural phenomenon. A person cannot
attain priesthood by his own accord; he is
to be selected by the époms. The role of
man is only to submit to this supernatural
call by absolute obedience. Thus the miri
acts as a medium of communication
between the world of dead souls and men.
Every Mising person is not blessed to be
selected in this process and so they can
never be miri; as their Assamese neighbor
use to call them.

Interestingly the Misings had been
reduced to mediator in between the Abors
and the Ahoms or British people by the
Assamese as well as British writers. 'For a
long period under the Assam Government
the Miris managed to keep themselves the
entire trade between Assam and the Abors;
and as being thus the only medium of
communication between the two peoples,
they obtained the name Miri, which means
mediator or go between, and is the same
word as 'miria’ or 'milia’ used with the same
significance in Orissa. Perhaps the meriah
applied to the sacrifice of Khunds is a
cognate word, the meriah being the
messenger or mediator between man and
the deity8. There are scores of similar
opinions of this kind after the publication
of his works. The Report on the Census of

Assam states that 'the accepted explanation
of the name Miri is that it is an Assamese
word signifying a go-between and that it
was applied to this section of the northern
hill-people in their special character as
traders and interpreters between the
mountains and the plains®. "The Misings
lived in the plains for centuries in contact
with the Assamese speaking people and as
such, they acquired the language. On the
other hand, the languages of the Misings
and the Adis are almost the same and so
the Misings could easily speak that
language too. Since the people of Assam
did not know the Adi language, the Misings
had to act as interpreter in between these
people'®. Further, it may be due to this
reason too that as the Assamese as well as
the British writers fail to realize the
existence and involvement of époms in
initiating a person into mirf, they might
have generalized the mirf into miri thereby
reducing them into a community of
mediator.

Contrary to the opinion put forwarded
by Dalton and others, Waddell and Crooke
are of the following view: 'with reference
to my note on the derivation of Meriah
(Man, 1911, 27), I have been favoured with
the following communication from Lieut.
Col. L. A. Waddell, the leading authority
on the languages of Tibet and the eastern
Himalayas, which deserves publication. I
did not intend in-my note to vouch for
Dalton's explanation of the name of the
Miri tribe of Assam. He wrote nearly forty
years ago, when little was known of these
languages. He seems to have intended to



connect both 'Meriah'-and 'Miri' with the
Sanskrit root 'mil', 'to join, meet', which
appears in Hindustani as milna. His
explanation of both these terms is now
shown to be incorrect.

'In your note regarding the 'Meriah'
sacrifice of the Khonds in the March issue
of Man (No. 27), I observe Colonel Dalton
as stating that the tribal name of the Miri
of Assam 'is the same word as miria or milia
(a mediator or go between) used with the
same significance in Orissa'. This is not the
etymology of the name of the Miri tribe at
all. That word is Tibetan origin. Mi is the
ordinary Tibetan word for 'man' and is
found with this meaning amongst most of
the Himalayan tribes from Ladak down to
Assam. In this latter province, the word
enters into the tribal name of several of the
tribes of Tibetan stock or Tibetan affinities.
Thus, it occurs, in addition to the Miri, in
the designation of the Mishmi, the Mish
(or Mech), Mikir and probably also in Mitai
(or Meitei of Manipur).

'"The Miri are typically Mongoloid
people, and call themselves, I found, Mi-
zhing or Mi-shing, that is to say 'man of
the soil or the land', with the sense of 'native
to the soil' (ascrpti gleboe). They are termed
by the more Hinduised settlers in the Assam
Valley, who are an offshoot of the Miris
themselves, 'Mi-ri' which means 'hill-man'.
Doubtless they are so called because they
have retained the customs of their ancestors
in the upper Himalayas and S. E. Tibetan
the 'Hill Miris and Daflas, with whom,
indeed, the Miri claim kinship'"!. The
various comments about the word 'Miri'

shows that it perplexed the colonialist
writers to a great extent. -

Perhaps indiscriminate engagement of
the Misings as mediator did not always
yield positive result. Hamilton has a clear-
cut description in this regard: 'After their
departure from Sissin camp with the first
sign of light on the morning of March 29th
(1911), and the river safely crossed, the
party pushed ahead and reached Rotung
village by nightfall. The welcome extended
to them-at Rotung was friendly, and both
food and quarters were provided for the
strangers. Stimulated by the interest taken
in their presence in the village, the Miri who
was carrying the letters began to descant
upon the importance of his charge and
flourished the envelopes before the eyes of
his host, whose curiosity was at once
aroused by a variation in the colours of the
envelopes. The Abors are accustomed to
convey news by symbols; as one letter was
contained in the red envelope of the
Telegraph service; another in a black-
bordered envelope, the Rotung villagers
readily believed that the three letters bore
special significance. Gratified by the
sensation the missives had created, in reply
to the inquiries of the villagers the Miri
letter-carrier explained that death lurked in
the red envelope as it was an order for
troops to be sent to punish the Kebang men
for attempting to prevent Mr. Williamson
from crossing the river; that the black-
bordered envelope called for guns which
would crumble mountains and pass through
stockades as a stone through water; finally
that the grey erivelope was an instruction



the Mekir, the Gam of Pasighat, to arrange
coolies to carry the rations of the sepoys
referred to by the red envelope.

'Alarmed by what they have heard, the
villagers communicated the news to their
headman, who decided that at all costs
letters of such dire consequence must be
intercepted, and with that purpose in view
he laid his plans. Ignorant of the far-
reaching effects of his foolish story, the Miri
letter-carrier with his companions left at
daybreak on the morning of March 30th for
Pasighat. Everything proceeded quietly
with the party and the returning travelers
were approaching Royi Hill, in the vicinity
of Old Rengging, when they were
overtaken by a body of Rotung braves and
killed before resistance could be offered'12.
The description requires no more
interpretation. The Miri letter-carrier was
not authorized to explain the thought-
content of the letters, nor was he able to go
through; because those letters were not
meant for him. Actually speaking, he knew
nothing about those letters. The foolish
story narrated by the inefficient Miri letter-
carrier about the three letters provoked and
panicked the Rotung men and as a result,
the whole team, including Mr. Williamson
were murdered. Hamilton further adds: it
is the fact that the motive for the outrage
had its sole origin in the loquacity of the
Miri letter-carrier, over which, as will be
seen, Mr. Williamson could exercise
absolutely no control. If it had not been for
the Miri runner's unfortunate interpretation
of the colours of the three envelopes, it
seems humanly probable that Mr.

Williamson and his party would have been
alive to-day, justified by the results of the
visit in the opinion that the Abors of
Komsing intended to be, wished to be, and
would have been both peaceful and
amicable in their reception of their
visitors'’®. Had the British been careful
enough in selecting capable men from the
Misings for the job, such incident would
have not been taken place. Although Adi-
Mising fraternity is an established fact since
time immemorial, incidents of this type
may lead to breach of trust between the two.
And now it is seen that some of the aged
Adi men use to say: 'Mishing among
gimang peka aro doying luma peka (Don't
go the Mishing land don't tell the history
or truth to the Mishings)"* which is an
indication of mistrust between the two
cognate groups. The Misings at present are
destined to suffer the consequence of a
wrong policy devised and executed by the
Ahoms and the British. They have been
innocently made by other people to pay for
1t.

The word 'Mishing' to signify the
Misings was first used in written form by
J. F. Needham has already been mentioned
above. The word is in use since then.
Among the Mising writers, perhaps Dr.
Nomal Chandra Pegu, the author of "The
Mishings of the Brahmaputra Valley,
published in 1981, was the first to use it. T.
R. Taid adds that Dr. Pegu 'followed
colonial writers in spelling the name of the
community as 'Mishing'”®. He was followed
by Peter Pegu and Indreswar Pegu in recent
times. In 1998 Peter Pegu wrote his 'A



History of the Mishing of Eastern India’
where he put the following justification
regarding the name of the community as
thus: 'In our view, the Mishing was not just
a community; it had been a way of life for
generations, particularly to a section of
population in Assam, - a conjugated,
composite and a vibrant culture which
could draw people from divergent origins
into its fold. It had initiated a process of
social evolution into plural entity yet, at the
same time, into a convergent community.
Mishing had been the word for
identification for those of the high-land
natives who entered the fertile soil of the
Brahmaputra valley from different corner
of the sub-continent at different points of
time on different grounds; and afterwards,
they fixed their identity as Mishing and
owned up with the Mishing habitation of
the land. There are historical evidences that
the members from erstwhile Aka, Dafla,
Abor, Miri (Hill Miris), Mishmi, Khamti
and Singphou of the mountain countries
came down to the Assam valley and they
got themselves merged with the Mishing
society as one unit of human stock'®. On
the other hand, he prefers 'Miri' to 'Mishing'
in his next literary work and places
exclusive justification in support of his
view for his readers'. It is clear to his
readers that he possesses an extraordinary
intellectual prowess to portray his thoughts
into words, and so, observing his shift from
'Mishing' to 'Miri'; we may expect that he
is now shifting from 'Miri' to 'Mising' in
his next literary work owing to the
documents generated over the recent years.

In his prefatory note to his book 'The
Mishings of North East India', Indreswar
Pegu says: 'in view of the historical
importance and analytical delicacy of
phonetics and orthography, the experienced
writers in the community use the spelling
'Mishing''®. Once he happened to be
Secretary of the Mising Agom Kébang and
had the privilege to come in contact with
scores of literary figures in the community.
No doubt, his opinion is correct to a great
extent on historical point of view. But
history is defined as a tool to measure the
shift of human society from a step to the
other. It is not to be stuck for good. Thus
using the name on historical point of view
does not seem acceptable at present.

Now, the word 'Mising' is most
conveniently used by almost all the Misings
whoever and whenever happen to use the
term in written form. No acceptable
explanation of the term is available as of
now as and when the people started calling
themselves as 'Mising'. 'Sadou Asom Miri
Sanmilan', the pioneer Mising organization,
that was said to have founded in 1924 at
Gejera village Jengraimukh development
block of present day Majuli district, got its
name changed into 'Mising Ba:né Kébang'
in its special session held at the same village
in 1955 after a lapse of 31 years of its
inception'®. But it is not possible for us to
ascertain if the organization used 'Mishing'
or 'Mising' whenever it was required to-
write its English spelling. The founding of
the 'Mising Agom Kébang' at Disangmukh
in 1972 witnessed the first written form of
the name of the community as 'Mising'. The



term has been most conveniently used by people in naming its various community-level
organizations as well as in other avenues and now it has become a tradition. The central
as well as the state government also use the same in generating documents regarding
various issues pertaining to the community. The following documents may be cited for
example:
1. The order of the Government of Assam to introduce Mising language in classes
I1I and IV in the LP Schools of Mising dominated areas in 1985.

2. The Mising Autonomous Council Act(s) of 1995, 2001 and 2005.

3. Interim Report of the Ministerial Sub Committee on Inclusion of Mising, Rabha
and Tiwa Autonomeus Councils into the Sixth Schedule of the Constitution of
India, Government of Assam, Dispur, Guwahati, Assam, March, 2005.

4. Seventh Report, Second Administrative Reforms Commission, Capacity Building
for Conflict Resolution: Friction to Fusion. Govt. of India, New Delhi, 2008.

5. Sixth Schedule for the Mising, Rabha and Tiwa Autonomous Councils on the
lines of BTC. Final Draft Report of the Ministerial Sub Committee on inclusion
of Mising, Rabha and Tiwa Autonomous Councils into the Sixth Schedule of the
Constitution of India. Government of Assam, Dispur, Guwahati; 2010.

Even the hon'ble Gauhati High Court in its verdict to a PIL lodged by Lakshminath
Panging, used 'Mising' in 2012.

Prof. Tabu Ram Taid gives a linguistic explanation of the word 'Mising' as thus: "The
Mising language, as it is spoken today, has no consonant phonemes or even an allophonic
variant corresponding to English 'sh'(phonetically, the voiceless palato-alveolar fricative),
although it has a sound corresponding to English 's'(phonetically, the voiceless alveolar
fricative)20. Regarding the word 'Mising', Prof. Tabu Ram Taid was required to reply
inquiries made from the Government of Assam (Interested party/ies may look up at
Kalinath Panging's book 'Mising Agom Kébangor Somu Itihas' published by the Mising
Agom Kébang, Dhemaji, in 2020 or MAK Lusar, 2021; Kalinath Pangging ed., for
exhaustive justification of the same).

The Mising Agom Kébang, the literary society of the Misings, in moral collaboration
with other community-level organizations, is pursuing the effort to put correction to the
word 'Miri' of the Constitution of India, and it is expected that the Misings are shortly
getting the positive result out of the effort.

A few years back, we had the privilege of going through a Russian book, named
'School Boys' by N. Nosov, done into Assamese by Nishi Barkataki. It was written in its
prefatory note thus: 'Keeping in mind the character building aspects of the children, the
writers of that country use to write in well-planned manner the children's literature with
utmost care and responsibility™!. Very often, we feel a piercing impact of the comment.
A country is a large entity in terms of its volume and population. Even after that, the



Russian writers find much grounds to be united for the sake of its coming up generations.
Contrary to this, The Misings are a minor group of people and struggling for existence in
politico-economic as well as socio-cultural aspects at present. It is the need of the hour
for the people to be united.

The intellectuals may, and should, have diverse views and opinions regarding any
issue pertaining to the community. But the difference in views and opinions should never
lead to disintegration amongst the people.

Hon’ble Sir,

We, the following signatories representing the six (6) nationalists organizations of
the Mising community offer our warm greetings to your honour for taking bold steps in
announcing certain measures for development of indigenous tribal people of Assam in
general and language and culture in particular through the Bhasha Gaurov Achoni. We
also take this opportunity to draw your kind attention to the following demands of the
Mising community which need immediate fulfillment under your dynamic leadership as
Chief Minister of Assam.

1. Inclusion of Mising Autonomous Council in the Sixth Schedule :
ON AUTONOMOUS COUNCILS:

*

*

The Constitution of independent India provided for two schedules in the
Constitution for administration of the tribal areas of India. These are the Fifth
Schedule and the Sixth Schedule. But the vast tribal areas in the plains of Assam
have been left out these two schedules.

It is in this backdrop that the Misings, along with the plains tribal groups of
Asam relentlessly struggled for Autonomy. The State Govt. of Assam conceded
to these agitations and created three Autonomous Council (Mising Autonomous
Council, Rabha Hasong Autonomous Council and Tiwa Autonomous Council)
in 1995 under three state Acts. Again in 2005, another three Autonomous Council
(Sonowal Kachari Autonomous Counci, Thengal Kachari Autonomous Council
and Deuri Autonomous Council) were created under similar Acts.

But still, Mising Autonomous Councils is remaining without any constitutional
recognition and therefore, a movement for inclusion of these in the Sixth Schedule
of the Constitution continues. |

We request your honour kindly to consider giving constitutional status to Mising



Autonomous Councils and thereby, give constitutional protection to the indigenous

Scheduled Tribe people of Assam.

As already announced by your benevolent Government, the Mising Autonomous
Council (MAC) should be included into the Sixth Schedule of the Constitution of
India at an early date.

2. Mising Language as Medium of Instruction:

Indigenous tribal communities of Assam have their distinct language and cultures.
Present three language policy does not protect and promote the indigenous tribal
languages. Therefore, four language policy as demanded by all indigenous
communities of Assam, should be adopted by the Government of for Assam.

(a) Language 1 : Indigenous language (Boro, Mising, Karbi, Dimasa, Rabha, Deuri etc.)

(b) Language 2 : English.

(c) Language 3 : Regional language (Assamese, Bengali or any other indigenous language)
(d) Language 4 : National Languate - Hindi.

Mising Language should be introduced as medium of instruction at elementary level
in 1600 nos. of Lower Primary Schools in the Mising inhabited area from the current
academic session, 2020. Accordingly a four-language policy for Lower Primary Stage
should be notified and necessary steps for appointment of at least 2 nos of teachers
against each of the lower primary schools and preparation of textbooks should be
taken immediately.

Mising agom is prepared to provide manuscript for necessary text book if
government take decision to implement.

3. Replacement of the nomenclature Miri to Mising (not Mising ) :

In view of the fact that Miri tribe and the Mising tribe are one and the same, and the
nomenclature MISING has already been established far and wide. The Apex Council
of the community, namely All Assam Miri Sanmillan formed in 1924 was changed
to Mising Ba:né Kébangin 1955. It is worth mentioning here that in a joint discussion
was held in your Conference Room last year, your honour desired for a Cabinet
Memorandum for change of the nomenclature but unfortunately no Cabinet
Memorandum on the matter had been made till date even after the elapse of one year
period. The Govt. of India by their vide letter No. 136008/2019/C&LM dtd 11.8.2014
sought a report with comments and justification etc. from the Govt. of Assam as far



back as 2014. But no such report has been submitted as yet for which the process for
a Constitutional amendment is still in halt. Again, the Govt. of India has issued a
reminder on the matter vide their letter No. 12026/6/2011-C&LM dtd 1.1.2020.

Therefore, immediate steps for Caninet approval should be taken so as to enable
the Govt. of India to process the change of the name.

4. Declaration of State Holiday on account of Ali A:yé Ligang Festival.

Ali A:ye Ligang is the socio-agricultural festival of the Mising community celebrated
on the first Wednesday of the month of F'z‘lgun as per Assamese calendar year. But
the Mising people are being restrained from celebrating their festival with pomp
and grandeur on the day due to lack of State Holiday.

Therefore, we urge your honour to declare the first Wednesday of Fagun of the

Assamese calendar year as a State Holiday form this year.

3. Doordarshan and Radio Kendra at Gogamukh :
Gogamukh in the District of Dhemaji has already emerged as the sociocultural capital
of the Mising people. Therefore, a Doordarshan Kendra and a Radio Station at

Gogamukh should be established for all-round development of Mising language
and culture.

We hope that your honour will look into these genuine demands of all the nationalist
organizations of the Mising community and fulfill them accordingly for wellbeing of the
community of the State Assam. '
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
